e  Special Education Learning Behavioral Specialist-| Master’s Degree Program for Initial Certification (Test 290/EdTPA): Designed
for candidates new to teaching without a professional teaching license.
e  Endorsement in Special Education Program Option: Available for licensed general education teachers seeking to add the Special
Education Learning Behavioral Specialist -I (Test 290) endorsement to their existing license.

Completion of coursework, field experiences, and degree requirements in these options qualifies candidates for the Illinois Learning
Behavioral Specialist - | (K-12) Professional Educator licensure and a Master of Science in Education Degree.
